
Lilydale Metro Station 
Melbourne, Victoria – As part of the Level Crossing Removal 
Project (LXRP), the level crossing at Lilydale was removed, and 
a new elevated station was built. This project was established 
to improve safety, reduce traffic congestion, improve travel 
time reliability and increase train capacity on the rail network. 
With the construction of this new station, expansion gap 
covers needed to be installed on the train station platform. 
Treadwell was specified to supply these covers.
